Restoration of Mesopotamian Marshlands
Speaker: Dr. Michelle Stevens

Awareness about the country of Iraq has been aopanr
lives for many years now, but what do we know @&f th
physical characteristics of this country? Mosusfpicture
a vast desert, but there is a surprising diverdityabitats,
including a marshland larger than the Florida Elzates.

The Mesopotamian marshlands are the largest wetland
the Middle East, covering over 7,500 square milEise
Marshes lie at the confluence of the Tigris andtzafes
Rivers, in a region that is so flat that the flofatlze two
rivers spreads out across the Mesopotamian plarbiroad
expanse of distributaries, interconnected lakespteary
mudflats, and wetlands. Water was diverted froes¢h
marshlands, and they were drained for politicatoea
after the first Gulf War by the former Iraqi leaglip in an
astonishingly short amount of time, resulting ineao-
cultural disaster of epic proportions. Water isigei
returned to the marshlands, and the restoratiorhaaling
of this unique and culturally important wetland habhas
begun.

Dr. Stevens holds a Ph.D. in Ecology from UC Daaig] a
Masters degree from the University of Wisconsindidan.
She was the project manager for the Eden Agaireptoj
with the Iraq Foundation from 2002-2003, workinghwan
International Panel to recommend approaches to eco-
cultural restoration for the Mesopotamian Marshies o
Southern Irag. She is currently initiating a noofp
organization, “Fountain of Hope”, to raise schadhpsand
research funds for Iraqi scholars.

Field Trip Report: Sugar Lake Discovery
Joe Cernac sends us this report from the Chapter field trip
last July to Sugar Lake in the Russian Wilderness.

Seven backpackers we were, searching for the ssrent
conifers reputed to occur in this small watershieds said
that they occur in less than a one square mile aéa
didn't keep track of such units. Besides the ussigrran"
species (sugar, Jeffrey, ponderosa, and white piings
cedars, etc.) which we found on the walk in, oarsle was
mostly to identify the elusive subalpine fir ancbtw
timberline pines.

We earnestly started looking Saturday morning for a
spiral/steeple-shaped, medium size fir. We fouhdradful
only; they were young red firs. By the time of our

impromptu lunch at midday, on a small terrace seep
south Sugar Creek, we noted small red and "white&c
bearing firs in front of us. Examination of theHie" firs
led us to the agreement that it was the subalpihe&sbme
of us claimed that they now could see the diffeesnc
clearly; they were all around us in this watershed.

The gestalt of it fails this writer. My recommetida is to
take a trip to the Northern Cascades to becomdifami
with it, and then return to NW California.

Another agreement was that it was senseless trdiffiate
between the two red, Shasta red and Noble, anvthe
white firs, silver and white. The typical speciEscription
of each member came from far south or north of the
Klamath Mountains. Here, they intergrade.

Sunday morning we humped the ridge to bag foxtadl a
whitebark pines and common juniper. As at thedoftthe
species diversity is remarkable, eight coniferthedf rocky
ridge. Later that day, we congratulated oursetdstna
Brewery Pub. We were a cheerful group.
